Lakes at Court Ordered Levels

Control Structure

River Level Low

Control structures are holding back water in order to keep the lakes at their court ordered levels.  The minimal water 
being released into the river from the lakes causes the river level to drop.

High River Level

Control structures are releasing large amounts of water in order to keep the lakes at their court ordered levels.  
The large volume of water being released from the lakes is causing the river to over �ow its banks.
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
